2. Drop 5B.07 Testing in TS1.

2.1. Major Liens

2.1.1. Two NCRs which were written concerning a problem with the generation of DNs:

NCR 30276 (PDS.04 Failures in Distribution Notification) was submitted when we realized that when using the Client Driver with an invalid user profile the DN intended for the invalid user was forward to the last valid user.  This occurred in TS2 with 5B.06_DPS.04 installed on its 5B.06 baseline in support of PDS integration and testing.

GDAAC TT 4511 (Client Driver accepts bogus user profiles) became SMC TT 3342 which is a deferred high priority TT (i.e. stuck in the PRB).  The minutes state that “Jenny B. will send a SCLI tool to Lou F. to see if this will fix the problem”.  Lou Fenichel (troubleshooting with Mike Theobald) states that neither the SCLI nor Client Driver is responsible for this DN problem.  (Note:  This problem was encountered with drop 5B.07 in TS-1.)

Landover was at the GDAAC during the afternoon of 4/24/01 trying to replicate and troubleshoot the problem.

2.1.2. NCR 30357: Optional Input Type is being set to 1 instead of 2 

Test executable 5B.07_PDPS.02, which solves this problem, was delivered to the GDAAC on Tuesday, 24 April 2001.  Installation and checkout results will be provided 

2.2. Minor Liens, Known Problems and Incomplete Testing

· Q/A Monitor Failed.  This is a known problem and is documented by NCR 29211.
· AQUA MODIS Production thread was not fully exercised.  Appropriate recipes of PGE and ESDT versions were not readily accessible to conduct full production thread testing.  Individual testing of selected PGEs were successful. 

· AQUA AIRS Production thread was not fully exercised.  Appropriate recipes of PGE and ESDT versions were not readily accessible to conduct full production thread testing.  Individual testing of selected PGEs were successful. 

· PDS “Chunking” functionality has yet to be verified.  PDS was able to write to and on all required media (CD/DVD/Tapes).  Shipping labels and accompanying materials were produced for each of the media.
