	Test Approach

This patch was tested with a combination of regression, NCR and use testing over a period 1-14 March.  The latest EDG version 3.4b.2, which contains all EDG changes to support Seamless User Registration, was used.  The Test/SMC was installed on machines t0mss01/t0ins01 behind the VATC Firewall.  The Test/DAAC was the PVC/TS2 mode.   Most of the work was done in the PVC, using the ssh command to display VATC status and GUIs.    User mail addresses were normally set to cmts2 in the PVC, and inspected using Netscape Email from the PVC Xterms.   Regression tests from the PVC and Firewall Checklists were used to ensure SUR traffic (primarily the larger 14 character account names) would work on all servers in the system.  A 15000 name database was installed up for both the test/SMC and test/DAAC.  In addition the same size database was installed in the PVC/OPS mode and used during a 24-hour performance test.

	Regression Tests:

1. Create a subscription using 14 character user 14.

2. Order data using 14 character user ID.

3. Trigger an order from a granule insert

4. Submit On-Demand request using 14 character user ID

5. Submit an Email containing a subscription request using a 14 character user ID

6. Login to the Java DAR Tool with 14 character ID.

7. Submit orders with a 14 character username from the Machine to Machine Gateway and verify them with Order Tracking GUI.
	Regression tests were done by a knowledgeable team using procedures from the 6A05 Socket and

Firewall tests.  All were done using fourteen character usernames “fourteenchar01” and “fourteenchar02” which were easily recognizable.  Inspected the GUIs and logs of the MSS Order Server, Subscription Server, Distribution Server, Java DAR Tool, ASTER On Demand Submit, and Machine to Machine Gateway.  There were no problems.  
	Note:  There were some problems with the ECS Account GUI display if the operator tries to access a large amount (15000) of names.  The GUI would sometimes hang and have to be removed with a XKILL command.  The GUI worked well with lesser numbers when the DAAC, Usertype, Username and AccountName filters were used.

The test environment had us sshing the GUI through two Firewalls to display the names, and this may have been a factor in the GUI hangs.  S3 NCR 33746, SUR GUI: Hangs When Retrieving Long List, was written.
