DPS NCRs Fixed

NCR:  ECSed33035 - DPS Garbage Collection Not Cleaning off Enough Space

Footprint:

Impact 

Allows operators to initiate a non-blocking full DPS cleanup, whenever they want, using the DPS Deletion Server Client program.

The stored procedure that identifies deletable granules took too much time relative to the

number of granules that it returned to be deleted.  It was observed that the requests for garbage collection  became too frequent and since garbage collection was being invoked while the DPS "Resource Lock" was held, the result was that too many DPRs were being queued waiting to execute.

The stored procedure was fixed to return all granules that could be deleted instead of

some subset.  Garbage collection events became less frequent but took much longer.

The Deletion Server client program was modified to allow the production monitor to initiate garbage collection whenever desired.  Previously, a DPR would start it when the staging disk became full and the length of time for garbage collection to run would be very long.  Garbage collection can now be run to clean up a smaller amount of disk space, and because the deletion server runs with the DPS resource lock disabled DPRs will not be prevented from processing. 

A future enhancement is to modify the Deletion Server to initiate the disk cleanup whenever the space used falls below some % of the available space.

Note:  The Deletion Server Client program cannot be used with a here document in a script until the fix for ECSed33551 is delivered.  Since it has already been fixed, a test executable may be requested

Footprint:

1. EcPlDbPatch.6A25 (Patches ProcCleanup) for the EcPlDbClean procedure

Impact:

Fixes a problem that was introduced with  6A.05 that resulted in database errors whenever EcPlDbClean was run

A New Procedure Recommended for Cleaning the DPS Database Tables and Science File Staging Disk

Start the Deletion Server Client program using the following command: 

/usr/ecs/OPS/CUSTOM/utilities/EcDpPrDeletionStart OPS

1. Change Interim Granule Delete Time.

2. Issue a delete for an interim granule to deletion server.

3. Delete a list of granules from DPS.

4. See list of granules by granule ID.

5. Exit from client.

Option:--> 3

1. Read the granuleIds from keyboard input.

2. Read the granuleIds from a text file.

3. Garbage collection (Assumes 1 partition per computer).

Option:--> 3

Enter the VIRTUAL computer name: (e.g.. l0spg10_vc) : p0spg01_vc

Note that this has to be done for each computer.
