Patch_6A.06_INGEST.01A may be installed directly on top of 6A.06.  EDC should only install this patch with Patch_6A.06_STMGT_02.  Patch_6A.06_DDIST.02 must be installed prior to or inconjunction with Patch_6A.06_DDIST.02.

A. SETUP:

1. Untar the IRIX65 and SUN and SOL8 tar files using the appropriate Setup scripts:

When prompted, you will not need to install a new version of EcsAssist.

2. cd <staging_area>/IRIX65/dbms

3. chmod -R 775 * 

4. Quiesce all Ingest by stopping all the EcInPolling Clients.

5. After Ingest is quiesed, stop the INGEST servers and the Ingest GUI(s).

B.  INSTALLTION:

1. Logon to any SUN (sun 2.5.1 or sun 2.5.8) in the .sitemap. (E.A.S.I must be run from a SUN)

2. Bring up EcsAssist and via E.A.S.I. install all of INS.  This includes the following five packages: 

.EcInAPCSRV.pkg 
.EcInDatabase.pkg
.EcInINTFCSVR.pkg
.EcInEMAILSRV.pkg
.EcInGUIOPSSWS.pkg 

C.  CONFIGURATION: 

There are no new configuration parameters for INGEST and no new data providers have been added to the Ingest Database.  Therefore you do not need to run any mkcfgs and apply no .rgypatches.  EcInAuto and the EcInGWClientDrv have been removed from the delivery now.  (EcInAuto was only used by EDC and they have now switched to polling.)  Therefore the configuration parameters for EcInAuto and the EcInAutoMkcfg tag will be removed from the .cfgparms file during installation.

IMPORTANT ONLY IF YOU HAVE A FIREWALL:

1. Logon to the host(s) were the EcInGUI is installed (xxacsnn)

2. cd /usr/ecs/<MODE>/CUSTOM/cfg

3. ls –lrt SLCsocks5.conf*  (This will display a list of SLCsocks5.conf files)

4. Determine which file has the correct value for your firewall configuration and move that file to SLCsocks5.conf.  (Delete the other copies if desired.)

example: mv SLCsocks5.conf.20020312121212  SLCsocks5.conf

5. Logon to the host where the EcInReqMgr is installed (xxicgnn)

6. cd /usr/ecs/<MODE>/CUSTOM/cfg

7. ls –lrt SLCsocks5.conf*  (This will display a list of SLCsocks5.conf files)

8. Determine which file has the correct value for your firewall configuration and move that file to SLCsocks5.conf.  (Delete the other copies if desired.)

example: mv SLCsocks5.conf.20020312121212  SLCsocks5.conf

9. Login to the host(s) where the EcInPolling is installed (xxacgnn) and (xxicgnn)

10. cd /usr/ecs/<MODE>/CUSTOM/cfg

11. ls –lrt clientproxy.conf*  (This will display a list of clientproxy.conf files)

12. Determine which file has the correct values for your firewall configuration and move that file to clientproxy.conf.  (Delete the other copies if desired.)

D.  PATCH INGEST DATABASE:

1.  On the host were the INGEST database is installed (xxicgnn), bring up EcsAssist Subsystem Manager

2. Select the MODE

3. Double click on INS and EcIn.

4. On the Database pulldown menu select DbPatch.

5. Select the .dbparms file and on the Configurable Database Parameters window verify your DAAC name and the PATCH number is 6313.

6. Enter the DBO ID, Password, SQLServer Name and Database Name

7. Update the INGEST database with the following patch:

6207
This is the database patch for Sony DTF INGEST capability

6309
This is the database patch for NCR 34246

6311
This patch adds column MediaID to the Ingest tables InRequestProcessHeader and InRequestSummaryHeader.

6313
Updates the InRPHDelCompReq store procedure

Notice --  Patch 6311 will rebuild the InRequestSummaryHeader table which may take a long time depending on the number of records in the table.

POST INSTALLATION:

1.  Warm Start all the INGEST polling clients and servers.

2. You may also bring up one or more Ingest GUIs as needed.

3. To clean up the installation of EcInAuto and EcInGWClientDrv you may remove the following files under /usr/ecs/<MODE>/CUSTOM/ on the xxicgnn host.

./bin/INS/EcInAuto
./cfg/EcInAuto.CFG.rgy
./cfg/EcInAuto.PCFG
./data/COM/PIDS/EcInAuto.<MODE>
./logs/EcInAutoDebug.log*
./logs/EcInAuto.ALOG*
./utilities/EcInAutoStart
./utilities/EcInAutoMkcfg
./bin/INS/EcInGWClientDrv
./utilities/EcInRunGWClientDrv
./utilities/EcInGWClientDrvStart

4. cd /usr/ecs/<MODE>/CUSTOM/.installed/INS directory on the xxicgnn host

5. rm .*EcInAuto*

6. You may also remove EcInAuto from the MODE Required file for Whazzup.

7. Bring up the Registry GUI and drill down the appropriate tree for the xxicgnn host and find the EcInAuto node.  Delete the entire node.
