3.4 ORE 4; Distribution of MODIS Data by Way of Subscription Service 
This ORE exercises: 1) creation of new subscription request; 2) evaluation of proposed subscription using GDAAC_ECS test mode; and 3) commission of new subscription into operations.

Exercise Assumptions:

Subscriber is a registered ECS user (see User registration ORE). Operator has contacted the data subscriber and pre-arranged for data to be FTP pushed to their host machine. The operator will need the following information:

1) Host name or IP address to which data is to be pushed

2) Local username (Subscriber should be encouraged to set-up an anonymous ftp, especially given debug log files reveal passwords)

3) Local directory to which data is to be pushed (subscriber should have enough disk space for requested data)

4) Data to which to subscribe

5) Beginning and end date of subscription

ORE Data Sets:

The data to be subscribed is determined by the subscriber. During testing subscriber can only subscribe to data that is to be inserted into the archive. Operator must work closely with OPS controllers during testing to determine the type of data being inserted into the archive. To test the Qualifier function the operator must know the MODIS Product Data Granule RANGEBEGINNINGDATE, RANGEENDINGDATE, RANGEBEGINNINGTIME, and RANGEENDINGTIME

Logon to workstation, at the bottom of the screen click on a workspace and change the workspace name to DAAC Ops.

Within the Subscription GUI xterm window, login to the subscription server machine.

Tester is logged into the CSS Subscription machine.

User Services Representative
Type the following to set the environment and to initialize the subscription gui.

xhost +

dce_login <dce_login_name> <dce_password>

cd /usr/ecs/<mode>/CUSTOM/utilities

setenv MODE <mode>

source EcCoEnvCsh

EcSbSubServerGUIStart <mode>
“Subscription GUI” is displayed.  Anticipate a slow response.

The Browse Events window is dismissed and the Add/Edit Subscription window displays the selected Event ID and description.

Enter User ID, Email Address, Email Text, Start Date, Expiration Date (must be different from start date).

Actions window is displayed.

Select FTP Push, Enter the following:

End Users Services Submit Subscriptions

A MODIS product data granule of the type subscribed must be inserted into the archive at this point for the test to continue. The subscription may be triggered either by manual insertion of a MODIS data granule or as a result of ECS production.  



ORE Post Exercise Analysis:

Contact subscriber to confirm subscription has been triggered by the insertion of MODIS data granule. If possible, FTP or login to subscriber’s host machine and list the contents of destination directory to confirm FTP push of MODIS data granule and accompanying metadata file.
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
