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3.14 ORE-14 Promotion of PGE from SSI&T to Operations 
This ORE exercises the promotion of a PGE from successful SSI&T to Operations where it will go "live" as a production PGE.   SSI&T nominally takes place in TS1 mode and Operations is in OPS mode. The promotion involves a change request to the OPS baseline, the implementation of that change, and a verification that the change was made successfully. 

PGE promotion is partly a process involving all concerned parties including SSI&T personnel, operations personnel, and DAAC management. Once a PGE has been accepted for operations, it needs to be re-integrated into the OPS mode of the GDAAC_ECS and retested to verify that the PGE hand-off and the re-integration did not introduce any errors. 

Exercise Assumptions:

· The PGE to be promoted represents a new science software version as well

· as a new PGE version

· The PGE has completed successful SSI&T (nominally in TS1 mode) meaning:

· Successful command line run

· Successful stand-alone PGE run within PDPS

· Successful chaining within PDPS with all dependent PGEs

· All necessary ESDTs for the PGE have been installed in OPS mode.

· CM has the PGE source and can successfully build the PGE and create a PGE Promotional Package (PPP).

· The ECS baselines and patch levels in TS1 mode and OPS mode match exactly.

The Resource Planner has received a request for the integration of the PGE into OPS pending acceptance by the Promotion Review Meeting.

SSIT initiates a Promotion Review Meeting (PRM). Participating parties include Ops, SSI&T, and CM. Meeting will discuss:

· SSIT completes the GDAAC PGE Promotional Worksheet

· SSIT brings completed PGE Promotional Worksheet and GDAAC CCR Preliminary Impacts form and other pertinent documentation to the PRM.

· At the PRM, SSI&T test results described and location of Quality Records presented.

    - Description of any liens on the PGE and workoff schedule for those liens.

    - Other issues pertinent to OPS running the PGE.

SSI&T, OPS, CM
· Upon acceptance by the PRM, SSIT generates a local GDAAC CCR requesting that the PGE be integrated into OPS.

· CM administrator receives CCR and prepares agenda to review it.

· CCR is expeditiously boarded and accepted.

· CM prepares and stages a PGE Promotion Package (PPP) tar file.

· A Trouble Ticket is submitted by CM and assigned to the Production Monitor. The TT lists the physical name and location of the PGE Promotional Package (PPP) and confirms that a temporary mount point exists for the test data associated with that PPP.
