Untar the contents of the 8mm tape by typing the following command: tar xvf /dev/rmt/<drive#>

The drive # can be retrieved from the 8MMServerDebug.log
The contents of the 8mm tape are untarred.

User Services Representative
Examine the time stamp of the untarred data granules:   ls –alrt
The time stamp of the data granule is during the time frame that the data was ingested.

35
User Services Representative
Perform a diff on granule untarred from the 8MM tape and the granule located in the archive.
There are no differences between to two binary files.
